At the outset Dr. N. N. Zade, Director of Extension and Training, Member Secretary welcomed the Chairman and the members of the Council and requested Prof. A. K. Misra, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor to offer his introductory remarks. Hon’ble Chairman, while taking the review of ongoing extension work of the university informed the members about activities taken up by the university in the recent past including development of extension literature in Marathi and its uploading on website. He expressed the need for developing linkages with industry for strengthening the extension activities of the university. While discussing about the future direction of the extension work, Hon’ble Chairman informed the house about the plans of university to start a Radio Station for farmers and establishment of Pashu Vigyan Kendra (PVK) and Yavtmal. Further, he requested the Hon’ble members to provide their valuable inputs in order to streamline and strengthen the extension activities of the university and for framing a comprehensive extension and continuing education policy of MAFSU.
Before taking up the regular agenda of the meeting, upon request from Dr. N.N. Zade, Member Secretary, Hon’ble Chairman released the Quarterly Newsletter “MAFSUVARTA” for the quarter from January to March, 2013. Hon’ble Vice Chancellor expressed satisfaction on the working of Directorate of Extension and appreciated their efforts in bringing regularity in publication of newsletter as well as completion of pending annual reports of the university.      

Subject No. 1: Confirmation of the minutes of the Fifth Meeting of Extension and
                         Continuing Education Council held on 22nd March, 2011
 
The Member Secretary Dr. N.N. Zade informed the house that the minutes of Fifth Meeting of Extension and Continuing Education Council held on 22nd March, 2011 were circulated to all the members and no suggestions / corrections have been received from the members. The house unanimously confirmed the minutes of the fifth meeting of Extension and Continuing Education Council and passed following resolution.

Subject No. 2: Compliance of the decisions taken in the fifth meeting of Extension
                         and Continuing Education Council held on 22nd March, 2011


Dr. N.N. Zade while presenting the actions taken report on the decisions taken in the fifth Extension and Continuing Education Council Meeting briefed the house about following major initiatives taken up by the university. 

· Efforts for Establishment of Centre for Teaching and Research in Wild Life in collaboration with Forest Department are in progress.

· For maintenance of pure germ plasm of the different recognized breeds of the state, each constituent college has been assigned the mandate of maintaining specific breed (s) of livestock species

· The linkage of MAFSU with the State Department has been strengthened by way of organizing collaborative programmes and participation of officers of the state in university level bodies

· Constituent colleges of MAFSU have developed adequate extension education material for education of the farmers

· The University Foundation Day (3rd December) is being celebrated as “Clean Milk Production Day”

· The trainings on dairy, fishery, poultry, sheep and goat farming, milk and milk products have been developed and organized at village level

· Every constituent college of the university has adopted villages wherein developmental activities in the area of animal husbandry, dairy, poultry and fishery are undertaken

· Skill oriented training programmes on dairy, sheep, goat, pig, poultry, quail and turkey farming have been developed and are being offered by the constituent colleges. 

Participating in the discussions on action taken report on maintenance of pure germ plasm, Dr. G.K. Sharma, NDDB inquired about the objective of maintaining specific breeds. Hon’ble Chairman informed that each constituent college has been assigned the mandate of conservation of local breed which also supports the educational programme of the college. Accordingly the work of conservation of major livestock breeds of Maharashtra is in progress. Dr. Satish Kulkarni, NDRI suggested that efforts of conservation should simultaneously be accompanied with up-gradation.  
Resolution No. 6/2: The Extension and Continuing Education Council expressed satisfaction on the actions taken report

Subject No. 3: Review of Extension activities conducted by MAFSU and 
                        constituent colleges for the last two years (2011-12 and 2012- 13)

Dr. N.N. Zade, Director of Extension and Training presented the detailed report of extension activities carried out by MAFSU and its constituent colleges during past two years i.e. 2011-12 & 2012-13. 
Reacting to the report of extension work carried out by the university, Dr. B.S. Hansra, IGNOU congratulated the University for doing a marvelous extension work despite of constraints of availability of inadequate human resource. He expressed the need for allotment of Krishi Vigyan Kendra to MAFSU and assured that he would take efforts to get at least one extension outlet for the University. Dr. Hansra emphasized the importance of linkages with industry and suggested that the MAFSU should strengthen its linkages with industry. While congratulating the University for restoring the publication of newsletter, Dr. Hansra suggested that University should also consider publication of newsletter in Marathi. He further suggested the university to develop information kiosks for the farmers. Regarding the trainings organized by MAFSU, Dr. Hansra suggested need for fixing targets and making attempts to achieve them.

 Smt. Tarannum Kadarbhai, Baramati opined that the Extension and Training could be a source of revenue if it is carried out in a professional way. She suggested the MAFSU to take up the issues like designing area-specific mineral mixtures, azolla cultivation, supply of day old chicks, silage inoculants, diagnostic services, preparation of animal husbandry diary on lines of Agricultural diary etc. She welcomed the proposal of MAFSU of starting radio station and suggested it to have a wider coverage area.
Shri G. S. Deshmukh, Satara narrating the problems faced by dairy sector currently, expressed need for investigations into the reproductive disorders with special reference to infertility. 

Dr. U. Rajkumar, PDP, Hyderabad emphasized the need for giving more attention towards extension work in the poultry sector and organizing programmes for creating awareness about emerging diseases like avian influenza. He also suggested exploring possibility of initiating distance education based courses on poultry farming.  
Dr. Dinesh Bhosale, CLFMA participating actively in the discussions, took a review of the problems faced by livestock, poultry and fisheries sector in Maharashtra and stressed on the need for addressing these problems. He drew the attention of the members towards the low growth of inland fisheries sector in Maharashtra despite of availability of large numbers of water bodies and expressed need for paying attention towards increasing the growth of fisheries sector. Addressing the problems of poultry sector, Dr. Bhosale suggested MAFSU to take up work on reducing the cost of feed through use of non-conventional feed resources. He suggested that MAFSU should strengthen the linkages with industry and organize joint programmes. He further offered full support of CLFMA to MAFSU in organizing its extension programmes including trainings and seminars for farmers, entrepreneurs and personnel from industry. Dr. Bhosale expressed need for establishment of a feed analytical laboratory that would offer quick services and suggested MAFSU to consider this issue.      
Dr. Satish Kulkarni, NDRI pointed out need for organizing training programmes on milking machine operation, repairs to milking machine etc. for creating specialized human resource required by dairy sector. He suggested that the MAFSU should also celebrate “World Milk Day” and “World Industry Day” by organizing suitable programmes. 

Dr. G.K. Sharma, NDDB Anand suggested that the training programmes organized for farmers, entrepreneurs, industry personnel, professionals etc. should be accompanied with feedback mechanism to assess impact. 

After thorough discussions the house expressed satisfaction on the extension work carried out by the university and following resolution was passed. 
Resolution No. 6/3: The Extension and Continuing Council expressed satisfaction on the extension work carried out by the university in past two years. 

Subject No. 4: Approval for the proposed extension activities for year 2013-14

Dr. N.N. Zade, Member Secretary presented before the house the extension activities proposed to be undertaken by MAFSU during the year 2013-14. He presented the comprehensive list of proposed activities in different categories viz. Regular Extension Activities, Training programmes for Veterinarians and Para-veterinarians and Training programmes for farmers and entrepreneurs.

The chairman stressed the importance of skilled human resource development in animal husbandry, dairy technology and fisheries to cater the needs of the industry and for development of entrepreneurship. He emphasized to have well equipped training infrastructure for the colleges and HRD aspects should be an integral part of the extension department of the colleges. 

After elaborate discussions, the house unanimously approved the proposed extension activities and passed following resolution.   

Resolution No. 6/4: The Extension and Continuing Education Council accords its approval to the proposed extension activities of MAFSU for the year 2013-14 as per the appended list. 
Subject No. 5: Strengthening and expansion of the distance education programme


Member Secretary informed the house about initiatives taken by MAFSU in the field of distance education. Participating in the discussion on this topic Dr. Hansra suggested to start Certificate Courses in Animal Husbandry and Fisheries in collaboration with IGNOU and offered all the support from IGNOU. He also emphasized the need to start Food Safety Programmes in collaboration with IGNOU especially at Mumbai and Nagpur. 

SUBJECT NO. 6: Formulation of Extension and Continuing Education Policies


The Director of Extension and Training Dr. N.N. Zade presented the subject before the house. He informed the members that the MAFSU would like to frame a comprehensive extension and continuing education policy of the university with short-term, mid-term and long-term objectives and implement it through its constituent colleges. He requested the Hon’ble members to provide their inputs in framing the policy. All the Hon’ble members participated actively in the discussion and following suggestions were given. 
· Establishment of a separate cell for farmers queries at all the constituent colleges.
· Collaborative extension activities with various organizations. 
· Establishment of Pashu Vigyan Kendras on lines of Krishi Vigyan Kendra. 

· Technology transfer to the industry should be considered. 

· Development of Information Kiosk providing area specific information in Marathi.  

· Development of Agriculture Technology Information Center (ATIC). 

· Publication of Animal Husbandry Diary on the lines of Krishi Diary for farmers. 
· Establishment of demonstration units for poultry extension. 

· Opening a FACE BOOK of the university
· Undertake extension activities to promote fisheries sector. 

·  Programmes to promote growth of poultry industry in Vidarbha and Marathwada regions 

· Use of lower education schools in transfer of technology
· Establishment of Kisan Call Center with a toll free line in all constituent the       colleges. 
Dr. N.N. Zade, Member Secretary thanked the members for their suggestions and assured that their suggestions will be considered while framing the Extension and Continuing Education Policy of the university. 
Subject No. 7: Any other subject with the permission of chair


With no additional topics for discussion in the meeting, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and Chairman thanked all the members for their valuable inputs and assured that their suggestion would be incorporated while developing MAFSU extension programmes.
