At the outset Dr. N. N. Zade, Director of Extension and Training, Member Secretary welcomed the Chairman and the members of the Council and requested Prof. A. K. Misra, Hon’ble Vice Chancellor to offer his introductory remarks. 
Hon’ble Chairman, while taking the review of ongoing extension work of the university informed the members about activities taken up by the university in the recent past including development of extension literature in Marathi and its uploading on website.                                         He expressed the need for developing linkages with industry for strengthening the extension activities of the university. While discussing about the future direction of the extension work, Hon’ble Chairman informed the house about the plans of university to further strengthen the extension and continuing education activity at the university. He briefed council about meeting with Commissioner A. H. and senior officers of Animal Husbandry Department with Deans, Director of Research and Director of Extension and Training MAFSU to strengthen extension activities. Further, he requested the Hon’ble members to provide their valuable inputs in order to streamline and strengthen the extension activities of the university and for framing a comprehensive extension and continuing education policy of MAFSU.

Before taking up the regular agenda of the meeting, upon request from Dr. N.N. Zade, Member Secretary, Hon’ble Chairman released the MAFSU calendar – 2015 and Quarterly Newsletter “MAFSUVARTA” for the quarter from July to September, 2014. Hon’ble Vice Chancellor expressed satisfaction on the working of Directorate of Extension and appreciated their efforts in bringing regularity in publication of newsletter as well as MAFSU calendar after a break of three years. He extended his warm wishes for the new year and wished for good health and  prosperity for all. 

All the members present in the meeting reciprocated him by return wishes.      

Subject No. 1: Confirmation of the minutes of the Fifth Meeting of Extension and
                         Continuing Education Council held on 13th August, 2013
 
The Member Secretary Dr. N.N. Zade informed the house that the minutes of sixth Meeting of Extension and Continuing Education Council held on 13th August, 2013 were circulated to all the members and no suggestions / corrections have been received from the members. The house unanimously confirmed the minutes of the sixth meeting of Extension and Continuing Education Council and passed following resolution.  
Resolution No. 7/1: The Extension and Continuing Education Council confirms the

Subject No. 2: Compliance of the decisions taken in the sixth meeting of Extension
                         and Continuing Education Council held on 13th August, 2013.

Dr. N.N. Zade while presenting the actions taken report on the decisions taken in the Sixth Extension and Continuing Education Council Meeting briefed the house about following major initiatives being taken up by the university. 
a) Registration of Breed Societies for upgradation of local bodies



Director of Extension and Training Dr. Zade informed the house that the process of establishment of Gir Breed Society at NVC, Nagpur is in progress and College of Veterinary and Animal Sciences, Udgir is providing technical guidance to the Deoni  Breeders Association.



Hon.’ble Vice-Chancellor aksed about the breed associations for other breeds and requested the Associate Deans to initiate the process of either extending the technical support and co-operation with the already functional associations or initiate the process of breed registrations for all breeds of Maharahstra including dog breeds i.e. Carvan and Pashmi. 
Action: All Associate Deans 
b) Establishment of Krishi Vigyan Kendra. 

Two proposals for establishment of KVKs were sent to the ICAR. This included the proposal for KVK at Warud (Pusad) and KVK at Bhusaval in Jalgaon district. However ICAR has given the reply for non availability of provision for the KVK in Jalgoan district since the district already has two KVKs. DET informed the house that the proposal for the KVK at Warud pusad is in waiting for the requirement of about 4 hectors of land. He further informed the house that as agreed by Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor Dr. PDKV, Akola  Dr. R. G. Dani in the VIIth Regional Committee Meeting Chaired by Hon’ble Director General ICAR at Raipur during 17-18 October 2014, a request letter has been sent to Hon.’ble Vice-Chancellor, Dr. PDKV, Akola for the transfer of land to MAFSU. 

Hon.’ble Vice-Chancellor requested Dr. Ingole, Director of extension Dr. PDKV, Akola to pursue the matter in his university.


Dr. Kadu, Associate Dean DTC Warud informed the house that the issues of transfer of land can be taken in a separate meeting with the Hon.’ble Vice-Chancellor of Dr. PDKV, Akola. Dr. Bhosale and Mrs. Kadarbhai also suggested that the pending issues can be resolved with mutual discussions and meeting with the PDKV officials. 
Action: DET and Associate Dean, DTC, Warud, Pusad
c) Need for investigations into the reproductive disorders with special reference to  

    infertility. 

DET informed the house that various animal health camps are being regularly organized by all veterinary colleges across the state. He further informed that a projects especially for Gadchiroli district is sanctioned to MAFSU under Tribal Sub Plan for improving the reproductive performance of local dairy animals. Dr. Kalorey, Director of Research, MAFSU informed the house that a project on training on ultrasound is being implemented at Bombay Veterinary College, Mumbai which is sponsored under RKVY. 
Dr. Mrs. Kadarbhai enquired about the number of camps and the cases treated in such camps with more of the photographs of the activities. 
Dr. Zade, DET informed that the information is given in agenda and it was later seen by her and acknowledged by her.  
Dr. Ingole requested to have more of the camps and activities in the Melghat of the region which is also the implementation areas for the Tribal Sub Plan projects. Hon.’ble Vice-Chancellor Prof. A. K. Misra informed the house that Hon.’ble Governor of Maharashtra State during his visit to Melghat region also emphasized the implementation of animal husbandry based activities for the tribal people in the Dharni area of Melghat region. He further requested the Associated Dean, PGIVAS, Akola to submit detailed project involving animal husbandry activities for tribal in Melghat region under Tribal Sub Plan.  

DET further informed the house that the state government has sanctioned Rs. 38 Lakhs for the training of state animal husbandry personnel under State training policy during 2014-15
Action: DET and Associate Dean PGIVAS Akola
d) Need for giving more attention towards extension work in the poultry sector and   

    organizing programmes for creating awareness about emerging diseases like avian    

   influenza and  exploring possibility of initiating distance education based courses on   

   poultry farming.  

Dr. Zade, DET informed the house that specific schemes for poultry development and extension are   in progress in the colleges like, Nagpur Veterinary College, Bombay Veterinary College under ICAR sponsored Tribal Sub Plan and a one day workshop was also organized for the poultry farmers on “Increase your profits in poultry farming” on 23/08/14 at  Nagpur veterinary College.
Dr. Bhosle, Chairman CLFMA informed the house that he would try to extend required support for such pogrammes in different regions through the constituent colleges. 

Action: All Associate Deans and DET 
e)  Establishment of a feed analytical laboratory that would offer quick services
A feed analysis laboratory is sanctioned under RKVY at COVAS, Udgir. Proposal for modernization of Feed Testing Laboratories at five veterinary colleges is submitted under National Livestock Mission by University to the Department of Animal Husbandry, Maharashtra State.

Dr. Bhosale informed the house that a similar kind of feed testing laboratory is functional at Nammakal, Tamil Nadu and it is the only laboratory available for feed testing through public sector with more than 17 technicians working. He suggested to study the functionality of that lab and initiate such activity at MAFSU through its constituent colleges. Hon. Vice- Chancellor suggested deputing Dr. G. B. Deshmukh, University Head, Animal Nutrition for observing working of the lab and giving the detailed report for establishment of labs by university. 
Action: Associate Dean COVAS Udgir and DET 
f)  Establishment of linkages with line departments of Govt., NGOs, industries etc.


DET informed that collaboration with Dept. of Animal Husbandry, M. S., ATMA, YASHADA, NABARD, Maharashtra Centre for Entrepreneurship Development (MCED), Bankers, K.V.Ks, Maharashtra Bank Self Employment Training Institute (MSETI), M.S. Swaminathan Research Foundation (MSSRF), VANAMATI, Nagpur, and various government and non government organizations are being done both at university and college levels.  Dr. Kalorey pointed out that the Rajiv Gandhi Science and Technology Commission is also involved through its sponsored research projects with MAFSU. 
Action: All Associate Deans and DET 
g) Establishment of fodder museum, azolla cultivation, ensilaging facilities on the 
    farms
DET informed that fodder museum is established at farms where different kinds of grasses fed to the animals are shown to farmers.  The cultivation practices of these fodders are shown to the farmers along with its importance of feeding to the animals. The Azolla cultivation and Silage making at Cattle Breeding Farms is carried out for animal feeding and demonstration purpose to the visitors and the farmers visiting at various farms of colleges.
h) Organization of joint programmes in association with industry for farmers,   

    entrepreneurs and industry personnels. Such programmes should be accompanied 
    with feedback mechanism to access impact.
Various programmes are being organized in association with industry for farmers, entrepreneurs and industry personnels like CLAFMA, Virbac pharmaceutical , BAIF, Pune, KISAN Forum, Warna, Gokul, Katraj Dudh Sangh etc.
Action: All Associate Deans 
i) Establishment of a separate cell for farmers queries and feedback (Establishment of  

    Kisan Call Centre with a toll free line)

Local telephone numbers are used for answering queries from farmers, entrepreneurs, young youth etc, Information and guidelines on various aspects of animal husbandry, dairy and fisheries are also given to the farmers through college phone numbers.
Associate Dean COVAS Parbhani Dr. Digraskar informed the house that a phone in service is functional at the college for a specific day of the week. Dr. Ingole informed the house that the PDKV has a toll free number and farmers are more likely to use the toll free facility. Upon this Hon.’ble Vice-Chancellor suggested DET to initiate the process for a toll free number for the university.  
Action: DET, MAFSU

j)  Technology transfer to farmers, livestock owners, entrepreneurs, industries etc.

Various technologies developed by colleges are transfered for adoption like silage making, fodder cultivation, urea mollasses treatment, (enrichment of poor quality roughages), vermicomposting, loose housing system etc. Adoption of various farming systems like backyard poultry farming, commercial broiler production, goat farming, clean milk production, Azolla cultivation,  fresh water fish culture, integrated fish culture are being transferred by conduction of various trainings.  The importance of other technologies viz feeding of mineral mixture, deworming, vaccination, azolla cultivation, bio-energy production, waste water management are also told to rural youths, unemployed educated youths, tribals, women self helf groups through audio-visual aids, posters, booklets, technical and popular articles, delivering radio talks & TV talks, exhibitions, demonstrations, personal visits, trainings, workshops etc. The trainings to fish farmers is also provided on Indian Major Carps (Catla, Rohu and Mrigal) seed production and rearing technology, ornamental fish seed production and rearing technology, fish breeding technology of endemic catfish magur, cage culture in reservoirs, fish culture in polythene lined farm ponds, scientific managament practices of fish culture in ponds, tanks and reservoirs.
Dr. Ingole suggested to have a diary for the farmers on line with the diary of Dr. PDKV, Akola. Dr.Bhosale suggested to have a team for compilation of the technical information for the diary. Dr. Ingole also aggreed to help in compilation of the diary. Associate Dean COVAS, Parbhani volunteered to take the responsibility for  compilation of literature for MAFSU diary.    

Action: Associate Dean COVAS Parbhani and DET
k) Establishment of demonstration units for animal husbandry, poultry, dairy and 
    fisheries.
Demonstration units of low cost shed for poultry and backyard poultry farming, Azolla cultivation, NADEP composting, vermicomposting, ensiling of green fodder, urea-mollasses treatment and urea mollases mineral blocks have been established at ILFC. Similarly units of Cattle, Buffalo, Sheep, Goat and Commercial poultry are established for practical and demonstration purpose. Along with this, semi intensive housing unit for Turkey birds, Fish Hatchery, Piggery unit, Loose housing system for fram animals, Milk processing demonstration unit (Mini milk processing plant) etc have been established at colleges. These Units are routinely visited by the farmers of the surrounding areas for guidance and updating their technical knowledge. Additionnally bio-energy production units are to be established at ILFC. 
Action: All Associate Deans of veterinary colleges

Further Dr. Ingole informed the house that at Akola a full fledged structure of fish hatachery is avaiable. It is not functional for want of technical expertise.  He requested Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor to extend the support of the fishery faculty for starting the unit as well as to impart training for the staff of the PDKV, Akola in hatchery mangement. Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor accepted to help in initiating the functioning of hatchery unit at Akola and requested Dean Fisheries Dr. Dalvi to spare the faculty for the training on priority. 
Action: Associate Dean COFS Nagpur 
l) Initiatives taken and extension education programmes implemented through 
   lower education schools
DET informed that the trainings regarding Artificial Insemination were organized for the teaching staff of Lower Education schools by ARGO departments of veterinary colleges. He informed that PGIVAS, Akola celebrated University foundation day by organizing one day seminar on clean milk production on December 3rd, 2013, for the students of Maharshi Walmiki school of Dairy Diploma, Malkapur, Akola. Further he assured that efforts are being made to regularize the use of the Lower Education schools through organization of various events and programmes for development of animal husbandry. 

Action: All Associate Deans and DET 
m) Celebration of different events 

Various events like World Egg Day, Clean Milk Production Day,World Rabies Day, World Tuberculosis Day,   World Veterinary Day, International Vulture Awareness Day, World Zoonosis Day, Animal Welfare Fortnight, Women Day, NSS Day, World Fisheries Day, World Milk Day, World Fish Migration Day and World Biodiversity Day etc. are celebrated at various institutes of MAFSU for creating awareness among the public in general. 

Action: All Associate Deans
n) Designing of area-specific mineral mixtures, azolla cultivation, supply of day old chicks, silage inoculants, diagnostic services etc. Proposal of MAFSU for starting radio station.

Dr. Zade informed that Government of Maharashtra is implementing the production of area specific mineral mixture as recommended by MAFSU. Further he informed that there are established units for fodder, Azolla cultivation, ensilaging facilities at the farms. Diagnostic service for milk, meat and feed are being provided through the constituent colleges and a proposal for Community Radio station for MAFSU is submitted to the state government Under RKVY for wider dissemination of knowledge related to animal husbandry, dairy technology and fisheries in local languages using the radio station. 
Action: DET, MAFSU 
o) Need for investigations into the reproductive disorders with special reference to 
    infertility. 

Various animal health camps as shown on page No 14 of the agenda are regularly organized by all veterinary colleges across the state. Also the colleges are actively involved in animal health camps being organized by the state animal husbandry department. 
Action: All Associate Deans of veterinary colleges

p)  Need for organizing training programmes on milking machine operation, repairs to 
     milking machine etc. for creating specialized human resource required by dairy   

     sector. 

DET informed that regular training programme for capacity building and  entrepreneurship development in the dairy sector are being organized at all veterinary colleges. 

Hon.ble Vice- Chancellor pointed out that the farms under MAFSU are not using the techniques like milking machine. He suggested to sought the report from all the colleges in this regards and suggested that all the animals should be milked with milking machines only. 

Dr. Paturkar Associate Dean, Bombay Veterinary College informed that at Goregoan farm the milking machine is in use and they are using it on regular basis. Dr. Birade assured the house that at least in some animals the milking will be initiated by using milking machine. 

Dr. Kulkarni informed that the milking machine at Udgir is not functional and there are very few agencies available for providing the repair facilities. 

Dr. Bhosale and Dr. Mrs. Kadarbhai informed that these machines can be sent to the manufactures for repair. Mrs. Kadarbhai also suggested to explore the facility of having a demonstration facility of milking machines through the manufacturing companies at the college farm as a part of the regular training facilities. She also suggested involving these companies for training and practical demonstrations of the milking machines. 

Hon’ble Vice- Chancellor requested the Dean and DI to monitor this issue. Dr. Sarkate,  Dean and DI, MAFSU informed the house that it is the duty of the Associate Deans to monitor and ensure that these facilities are made available at all the farms. All the Associate Deans were informed to initiate the action at their level and give the compliance at an earliest.
Action: All Associate Deans of veterinary collleges

q) The training programmes organized for farmers, entrepreneurs, industry 
    personnel, professionals etc. should be accompanied with feedback mechanism to 
    assess impact. 

Usually success stories of the trainee farmers from various training programmes are taken as feedback for the training programmes and uploaded on MAFSU Website. It was agreed that after the completion of training feedback should be taken from each participant.
Action: All Associate Deans
r) To start Certificate Courses in Animal Husbandry and Fisheries in collaboration with IGNOU.
An attempt to start the distance education programmes with IGNOU was initiated but could not be taken up since the IGNOU was insisting to award certificates. But, as per MAFSU Act, 1998, No.9, no such University shall be competent to award degrees, diplomas, certificates or other academic distinctions in Animal and Fisheries Science. 

Dr. Ingole informed that YCMOU, Nasik also insist that certificates would be awarded by them.
Action: DET 
s) Opening a FACE BOOK of the university

 
Recently Directorate of Extension has initiated a Face Book page. University activities are being regularly updated on this page.
Action: further followup by DET 
t) Expenditure so far incurred (1st April 2013 to 31st March 2014) on Extension Activities
DET informed the expenditure incurred on extension activities by individual colleges as well as the university during 2013-14. He informed that a total of more than 21 Lakhs were spent on the extension activities in the university.

Hon.ble Vice- Chancellor also assured full support for good viable proposals for strengthening extension activities in the university in future.   
Resolution No. 7/2: The Extension and Continuing Education Council expressed satisfaction on the action taken report
SUBJECT NO. 3: Review of Extension activities conducted by MAFSU and constituent colleges for 2013-14.

Dr. N.N. Zade, Director of Extension and Training presented the detailed report of extension activities carried out by MAFSU during 2013-14. 
He highlighted that out of various activities carried out by MAFSU during 2013-14, participation in Krishi-Vasant, Agrovision and Baramati were arranged in a big way. Development of extension literature, strengthening of MAFSU website, collaboration with various development agencies like Doordarshan, All India Radio, MSSRF, M-RSETI, RGSTC, ATMA, State animal husbandry department were other major activities.  

He also highlighted the activities under the various research projects being implemented under Tribal Sub Plan in the Gadchiroli and Thane districts of Maharashtra. He informed that MAFSU has recently conducted a 13 episode Farm School on AIR with AIR, Nagpur. MAFSU is giving monthly advise to farmers through Doordarshan, Nagpur, AIR, Nagpur and Agrowon newspaper since last one year.   

He also informed about the progress of the MAFSU museum being made in the university library building. Dr. Bhosle suggested to involve students in developing the ideas for the MAFSU Museum. 

Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor Prof. A. K. Misra expressed satisfaction on the extension activities carried out by the university particularly participation of university in Krishi-Vasant Exhibition.  
Dr. Duddalwar informed the house that a Farm School on AIR on Poultry production will be supported by him in the next year. Dr. Bhosle also expressed to help in the successful completion of this farm school. 

Dr. Ingole suggested to have exhibition at MAFSU on regular basis so that technologies developed by the universities can be showcased for the public in general and farmers in particular. 

Dr. Sarkate, Dean and DI suggested to rope in the State Agriculture  and Animal Husbandry Department for participation in the exhibitions. He also suggested to participate in the exhibitions organized by all the universities so as to have a real integration of the development from the agricultural universities and MAFSU across all the agro-climatic regions of the state. It will also be beneficial  to highlight the activities of MAFSU in the state. 

Dr. Ingole informed that state as well as central government should support the organization of exhibition by the universities. Dr. Mrs. Kadarbhai suggested to exhibit technologies developed by MAFSU and showcase the good genetics available with the university farms. Hon’ble Vice- Chancellor directed all the Associate Deans to develop at least few quality animals for exhibition purpose through the college farms. Hon’ble Vice- Chancellor suggested to explore the avenues for having MAFSU exhibition at the constituent colleges in the MAFSU.

 Dr. Mrs. Kardarbhai suggested to hold the meeting at various constituent colleges so that real appraisal of the extension activities in the field can be assessed. Hon.ble Vice- Chancellor suggested to have the next meeting at constituent colleges of MAFSU. He further suggested to have the meeting in the month of May.

SUBJECT NO. 4: Approval for the proposed extension activities for the year 2014-15

(A) Regular Extension activities to be undertaken during the year 2014-15


It is proposed to undertake the following regular extension activities during the year  2014-15 through different constituent colleges of MAFSU.

7. Participation in radio talks by the faculty of the university through various regional stations of All India Radio namely, Mumbai, Nagpur, Akola, Aurangabad.

8. Participation in television programmes by the faculty of the university through various regional stations of Doordarshan namely, Mumbai, Nagpur and Pune.

9. Organization and participation in exhibitions of farmer’s interest. 

10. Organization and participation in fairs, melas, rallies, livestock shows, etc. 

11. Development of audio-visual aids for effective outreach programmes

12. Exposure visits of farmers to the constituent colleges, research farms and other modern establishments. 

13. Answering farmer’s queries through telephone and letters

14. Participation and organization of Scientists-Farmers Meet

15. Taking various extension oriented field studies.  

16. Participation in programmes organized by Department of Animal Husbandry, Rajiv Gandhi Science and Technology Commission, Agriculture Technology Management Agency, District Rural Development Agency, ATMA and other agencies as resource persons for animal husbandry, dairy technology and fisheries practices.

17. Awareness programmes on Zoonotic diseases

SUBJECT NO. 6: Strengthening of extension education programmes

 Project proposals for the establishment of E-Extension centre, Media lab and Community Radio Stations were submitted to the state government for strengthening of extension activities. Also, the required approval for budgetary provision for 10 per cent of the college contingency grants was made through resolution passed by Hon’ble Executive Council.

Two proposals were submitted for the establishment of Krishi Vigyan Kendra at Warud, Pusad in Yeotmal Dsitrict and at Bhusaval in Jalgaon District. 

A letter was also given to ICAR to transfer few KVKs to MAFSU to strengthen the transfer of technology (TOT) activities through various constituent colleges. 

At present five extension oriented projects are approved through Tribal Sub Plan and these are being implemented in Thane and Gadchiroli Districts. 

In view of Strengthening of extension activities two MOUs are being signed. One was with MS Swaminathan Research Foundation for their projects in Wardha District and another with National Research Centre on Meat, Hyderabad for strengthening research and extension activities. 

The subject was placed before the Extension and Continuing Education Council for providing further necessary inputs.

Smt. Padole further assured the help for implementation of dairy development projects sanctioned for the tribals of Melghat region through the available dairy associations working in Amravati.

Dr. J. M. Sonbarse, Joint Commissioner expressed his support to the extension activities and assured full support through the State Department of Animal Husbandry for strengthening the extension activities in the State.

· Emphasis on use of lower education schools in transfer of technology
· Establishment of Kisan Call Center with a toll free number.
